COMPOSITE SQUADRON OF THE YEAR (JUN 2007-MAY 2008)

Sacramento Composite Squadron 14 is centrally located in the state capitol and meets at Sacramento Executive Airport. Squadron 14 is a vibrant and active unit with a strong cadet and senior program, significant membership growth and substantial mission activity. 

The unit recruited 47 new members (27 Cadets and 20 Seniors) during the period June 2007 through May 2008 reaching a milestone of 100 members on our roster at the end of this period thus making Squadron 14 the largest single unit in CAWG! 

In addition, SQ14 has helped to spawn and mentor two additional squadrons in the Sacramento area. The first, at Westover Field in Amador County (chartered as SQ119 CA-476), we brought our CAP aircraft and aircrew to help with PR at their launch meeting last August, provided initial and ongoing training and mentoring to their seniors and served as the host unit for new senior members until they received their charter. The second unit, at the California Aerospace Academy (CAA) at McClellan Park, is pending charter as a Schools Enrichment Program unit. The SQ14 Commander pitched the program to the school principal and staff, the Deputy Commander for Cadets and her staff presented the program to interested cadets and parents, we appointed an experienced ex-commander to facilitate their charter as a unit, and assigned two advanced cadets to mentor their new cadets until they were established as a unit. The CAA anticipates as many as 100 students enrolled in CAP by the end of 2008.

Another significant activity for the unit was our substantial participation as an airport tenant in the Sacramento Executive Airport Open House on 17 MAY 2008. Our squadron served 200 guests and raised $1,100 for unit programs with our pancake breakfast. We also provided a static display of our C-182T/NAV III aircraft and assisted the airport by distributing information and activity “passports” and with event parking to the estimated 1,500 guests at the event. The airport manager and Sacramento County Airports was very pleased with CAP’s support.
